PERSONALITY OF THE TEACHER IN SYSTEM



OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF THE FOREIGN CITIZENS

One of the things that international students find when they begin stud-
ying in a new country is that there are many differences between their host
country and the country they come from. These differences can be big or
small, because of differences in culture, language or lifestyle. Adaptation is
an important process for students, in which they learn to adjust to the differ-
ences in their new country.

The personality of a teacher is an important part of professional train-
ing, alongside the delivery of course content. There are many features of an
education system which influence the relationship that teachers have with
their students.

Due to the political history of Ukraine, not many people in Ukraine can
speak English. This causes problems for students and teachers in their com-
munication, which can make teaching extremely difficult for foreign citizens.

Rules and Expectation of teachers in Ukraine. Additionally, teach-
ers in Ukraine seem to have higher expectations of students than in Australia.
In Ukraine, students are expected to complete a lot more work in a smaller
amount of time. As a result, teachers usually are unable to devote more time
to explaining the lessons in greater detail, Students from overseas who are al-
ready dealing with the challenge of adaptation may find it difficult without
extra support or teaching from their teacher. However, the higher expectation
that Ukrainian teachers have ensures that students are more serious about
their studies. Ukrainian teachers are also more likely to see their students
without appointment, as and when it seems necessary. In Australia, this level
of support does not seem to exist, and teachers are unable to meet with stu-
dents without an appointment.

Different perspectives, which affects foreign students in Ukraine.
Firstly, while Australia is an English-speaking country, not many people in
Ukraine speak English because of political reasons, which make it very diffi-
cult for Australian international students to communicate with others within
Ukraine.

Secondly, the Australian educational system is very different from the
Ukrainian educational system and so Australian international students are
used to different ways of studying, attending classes, submitting assessment
and interacting with the teaching staff. For example, in Australia, teachers
generally cover less content in classes but explain in great detail, but in
Ukraine, teachers tend to cover a wide range of material but without going in-
to so much detail. This can be difficult for Australian students who are used
to learning and being taught in a different way. This difference could nega-
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tively impact on Australian students if they do not have the skills to succeed
in the Ukrainian education system.

Thirdly, the lifestyle in Ukraine is very different. On one hand, the
people in Ukraine are very friendly and well educated. This allows interna-
tional students to learn more about Ukrainian culture and to understand the
respect that people show each other in Ukrainian culture. This is a very im-
portant part of international students adapting to Ukraine. Additionally, the
living costs in Ukraine are much lower than in Australia, making it easier for
an international student to feel comfortable and adapt to his/her new country.
On the other hand, however, international students might find that adminis-
trative and paper work tends to take much longer than it should in Ukraine,
because of different systems and processes in Ukraine. Furthermore, the lan-
guage barrier for many Australia international students who cannot commu-
nicate in Russian or Ukrainian makes it harder to adapt.

Fourthly, geographical factors such as weather and country size are al-
so important. In Australia, the weather is warmer (15 to 20 degrees for most
of the year) than in Ukraine (as cold as — 35 degrees in winter). The harsher
weather in Ukraine is yet another thing that makes it difficult for students to
adapt. On the other hand, Ukraine is smaller than Australia and so it would be
easier for international students to Ukraine to see more of the country in a
shorter amount of time, to understand the country’s culture, which will help
them to adapt better.
